	Chair:
	MAV Board member

	Purpose:
	To inform and help progress MAV work on the transport and infrastructure priorities identified by the sector in the MAV Strategic Plan, State Council resolutions and as nominated by the Board.

	Scope:
	The committee will focus on the transport and infrastructure priorities identified in the MAV Strategic Plan, the State Council resolutions and as nominated by the Board.

	Membership:
	The membership is determined by the Board through an expression of interest process and seeks to include council representatives from both metropolitan and regional Victoria:-

· The Committee should have broad representation from across the state.

· Representation should include an even mix of councillors and senior council officers.
· There should not be more than one appointee per council

	Role of Members:
	· To inform the MAV’s work on transport and infrastructure priority issues
· To advise the Group of the transport and infrastructure issues and challenges currently at play within their municipality and/or region.
· To participate in the formulation of MAV state-wide policy positions and campaigns

· To respond to out-of-session communications

	Priorities and
Timelines:
	· The committee should address the issues and strategic directions contained within the MAV Strategic Plan and State Council resolutions
· Short-term project or policy specific working groups may be created where the need arises

· Meets every quarter
· Review achievements and future strategy annually

	Term of Group:
	· The committee will sunset in March 2013 in line with the MAV Board Elections. At that time a report will be presented to the new MAV Board detailing progress, issues addressed and ongoing relevance. The new Board will determine whether it should continue.

	Reporting:
	· Minutes and outcomes from committee meetings to be reported to the MAV Board by the group Chair.

	MAV Resourcing:
	· MAV will provide secretariat functions to the committee
